






Other States Adopt Withholding 
19 of 32 income tax states now have withholding. Six 
adopted it in 1959. 
The so-called "windfall" occurs when taxes are withheld 
in the same year that taxes are paid on the previous 
year's income. 
Suppose, for example, that you charge your groceries 
during January. You pay your bill in February. But 
at the same time, you decide to start paying cash for 
groceries. This means that during February, you will 
pay January's bill plus cash for all the food you buy 
in February. 
In the long run, you aren't paying a cent more. But the 
grocer gets more of your money in February because he 
actually gets paid for the food y.ou've bought in both 
months. 
The shift to pay-as-you-go does exactly the same thing 
for the state. You pay no more taxes - in fact, under 
Gov. Nelson's proposal, you pay less. But the state gets 
last year's taxes in a lump sum at the same time it starts 
collecting this year's taxes under the withholding system.
